Currently, Academic and Student Affairs at UNO is undergoing further
reorganization, with several reassignments of duties. The duties under
the Associate Vice Chancellor for Research and Dean for Graduate
Studies are being changed. A national search for the Associate Vice
Chancellor for Research is currently under way. It was decided that the
graduate duties would be reallocated within the office of academic
affairs. This would lead both to a cost savings and also to a more
appropriate close relationship of graduate studies to the general academic
plans of UNO.

Finally, when the situation was examined it was clear that an opportunity
hire was available that would increase the diversity of the administrative
staff and especially the Council of Deans. Following extensive internal
consultations, it was decided that such an opportunity hire outweighed
any advantage associated with a search. As a result, it is recommended
that Dr. Deborah Smith-Howell will continue her duties as Associate
Vice Chancellor for Academic Affairs and add the title of Dean for
Graduate Studies. She has proven herself to be dedicated, qualified and
experienced in graduate and administrative matters.

In summary, it is recommended that the Regents waive the candidate

search requirements of Section 2.1 of the Bylaws and approve the
appointment of Dr. Smith-Howell as Dean for Graduate Studies at UNO.

Regents Policy on Dispensing Alcoholic Beverages on Campus

Approve amendment to Regents Policy RP-6.4.1 Dispensing of Alcoholic
Beverages on University Property to include Beverage Tasting as Part of an
Academic Course

July 21, 1990 - Regents Policy RP-6.4.1 was approved in its current form.

The evaluation of beverages, such as wine tasting, is necessary in certain
academic classes to support various curricula. For example, wine tasting is
part of the new curriculum for the Hospitality, Restaurant and Tourism
Management Program to prepare students for such occupations in these
industries. Additionally, such classes would be valuable for anyone planning
to work in some aspect of viticulture and (or) enology. The dispensing and
consumption of any alcoholic beverage in a class would be in full compliance
with applicable state law.

It is proposed that Regents Policy RP-6.4.1 be revised as follows:
RP-6.4.1 Dispensing of Alcoholic Beverages on University Property

The Board of Regents authorizes the dispensing and consumption of alcoholic
beverages on University property in strict compliance with this policy. The
Nebraska Liquor Control Act (Neb. Rev. Stat., § 53-101 et seq.) will be
observed in every respect, and under no circumstances will alcoholic
beverages be dispensed to or consumed by any person on University property
who is under 21 years of age.

1. Scheduled Private Social Events.

a. Authority is hereby delegated to the President and the Chancellors or
their respective designees to act on behalf of the Board of Regents under
Neb. Rev. Stat., § 53-186 in authorizing the dispensing and consumption
of alcoholic beverages at scheduled private social events on University
property under their respective administrative jurisdictions. The
President's administrative jurisdiction shall extend to all property of the
University, regardless of location. The following guidelines will be
applicable to dispensing and consumption of alcoholic beverages at
scheduled private social events.

1) The University will be responsible for and shall control the
dispensing of alcoholic beverages provided by the private individual,
group or organization sponsoring the social event.

2) The duration of the social event shall be restricted as specified by
the President or Chancellor or his or her designee.



3) The University may provide, for a fee, all services and set-ups.

4) Unused quantities of alcoholic beverages will remain the property
of the private individual, group or organization sponsoring the social
event.

5) Only persons invited to attend the social event and necessary
University personnel may be present at the event. All other persons
shall be excluded.

6) Sale of alcoholic beverages is prohibited under all circumstances
at private social events unless a special designated permit has been
obtained pursuant to Section 2 of this policy.

b. Each Chancellor may promulgate specific campus policies further
controlling and regulating the dispensing and consumption of alcoholic
beverages at scheduled private social events pursuant to this Board policy.

2. Special Designated Permits

a. The Nebraska Liquor Control Act in Neb. Rev. Stat., 88 53-124.11
through 53-124.13 authorizes the Nebraska Liguor Control Commission
to issue special designated permits for the sale and service of alcoholic
beverages at designated events approved by the Commission and the
municipality where the permit is to be located. Special designated
permits may be issued to retail liquor licensees holding catering permits
approved by the Commission and to non-profit organizations which have
been exempted from the payment of federal income taxes. Authority is
hereby delegated to the President and the Chancellors or their respective
designees to act on behalf of the Board of Regents under Neb. Rev. Stat.,
8§ 53-186 in authorizing the dispensing of alcoholic beverages under
special designated permits during scheduled public or private events and
activities on University property under their respective administrative
jurisdictions. The President's administrative jurisdiction shall extend to
all property of the University, regardless of location.

b. The specific premises and time duration of each special designated
permit shall be prescribed in writing by the President or Chancellor or his
or her designee.

c. No special designated permit shall be issued in the name of the
University or any unit thereof without prior written approval of the
President.

d. Each Chancellor shall promulgate specific campus policies relating to
service of alcoholic beverages under special designated permits which
include the following:

1) The types of events and activities at which special designated
permits may be approved;

2) Guidelines to assure that any person, persons, or organization
applying for a special designated permit, if issued, will conduct

business and activities authorized by a permit in strict compliance
with liquor control laws and requirements imposed by the University;

3) Guidelines for selection of catering permit holders for special
designated permits at events or activities sponsored by the University
or a unit thereof; and

4) Guidelines for the sharing of proceeds from the sale of alcoholic
beverages by a catering permit holder under a special designated
permit at an event or activity sponsored by the University or a unit
thereof.

Beverage Tasting as Part of an Academic Course

a. __Authority is hereby delegated to the President and the Chancellors or
their respective designees to act on behalf of the Board of Regents under
Neb. Rev. Stat., § 53-186 in authorizing the dispensing and consumption
of alcoholic beverages for beverage tasting purposes as an integral part of
an academic course where such activity has been approved by the
responsible dean or director to be part of the curriculum for the course;
provided the Nebraska Liquor Control Act (Neb. Rev. Stat., § 53-101 et
seq.) will be observed in every respect, and under no circumstances will
alcoholic beverages be dispensed to or consumed by any person who is
under 21 years of age.

b. Each Chancellor shall promulgate specific campus policies that are
consistent with R.P.-6.4.1.3 relating to the dispensing and consumption
of alcoholic beverages for beverage tasting purposes as an integral part of
academic courses.

c. _The cost of alcoholic beverages consumed as part of an academic
course shall be paid by a special course fee paid by the students and not
from tuition or state appropriations.

1. Description and Purpose of Proposed Program

The agency that currently governs accreditation for athletic training education programs
is the Commission on Accreditation of Athletic Training Education (CAATE). This
agency has determined that these programs should be stand alone majors (degrees). The
program being proposed is currently an Option within the Comprehensive Major of the
Bachelor of Science in Exercise Science. This program will largely remain the same in
content and delivery as it currently is offered. The intent of this proposal is to make the
program a stand alone Bachelor of Science degree with a major in Athletic Training.

The Athletic Training Education Program (ATEP) at the University of Nebraska at
Kearney has existed in some fashion for many years. During the 1999/2000 academic
year an effort was made by the Department of Health, Physical Education, Recreation,
and Leisure Studies to apply for national accreditation through the Commission on
Accreditation of Allied Health Education Programs (CAAHEP). This decision was
fueled by professional changes in academic programs in athletic training and was a
requirement for students to challenge the national Board of Certification examination in
athletic training. Prior to this time the program was an internship route program. The



ATEP acquired initial accreditation in 2002 and has demonstrated consistent growth and
appeal since that time. It is a highly regarded and valued program within the HPERLS
Department and College of Education. In July of 2006 the national accreditation for
athletic training education programs shifted to the Commission on Accreditation of
Athletic Training Education (CAATE). Recommendations from the recent re-
accreditation review conducted in November of 2006 encourage the program faculty and
HPERLS Department to begin the process of changing the designation of the program to
a Bachelor of Science degree with a major in Athletic Training. Currently the program is
designated as a Bachelor of Science in Exercise Science with an option in Athletic
Training. The Athletic Training Education Program at UNK currently requires the
student to complete 81 credit hours concentrated in Exercise Science and Athletic
Training. The Athletic Training Core itself requires 44 credit hours. The ATEP at UNK
currently exceeds the maximum credits for both the comprehensive and straight major for
a Bachelor of Science Degree. More specifically, the maximum number of credits
assigned to a comprehensive major on the UNK campus is 62 credits. The maximum
number of credit hours for a straight major on the UNK campus is 36 credit hours. As it
stands today the ATEP program meets or exceeds the requirements for recognition as a
major although it is technically an Option within the Exercise Science degree program.
The CAATE requirement is that ATEP be designated as a separate B.S. in Athletic
Training instead of being identified as a B.S. in Exercise Science.



2. Program of Study

The academic program in its current form is a sound program. The recent self study and
re-accreditation efforts did however identify a few areas that need improvement. The
program presented in this document contains the few curricular changes the program
committee felt were important for inclusion of all competencies and content area
necessary for the professional preparation of athletic trainers.

ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS

The University of Nebraska Athletic Training Education Program (UNK-ATEP) is
developed in accordance with the CAATE Standards for the accreditation of athletic
training education programs. Courses include didactic and clinical instruction in subject
matter areas as determined by the NATA Athletic Training Educational Competencies.
The program offers the student a wide variety of field experience settings for the practice
of applying the knowledge and skills acquired.

The Curriculum

The Athletic Training Education Program at the University of Nebraska at Kearney has a
clearly defined position within the university and departmental framework. The program
is in compliance with the CAATE standards for the accreditation of athletic training
degree programs. The program contains three distinct parts. They include 1) the
educational core courses as they fit into the university model, 2) the clinical or practica
that stands together with the official course progression, and 3) the continuation of
clinical education through field experience opportunities. The clinical experience is
thorough, progressive, applied, and it exists within a competency based framework. The
three aspects together are designed to compliment one another while offering the student
exposure to a wide variety of experiences within the field. The program has a clear
acceptance criteria, which allows for a selection process for entry and maintenance of its
students as they progress through the program. The department and university have
demonstrated financial support as well as demonstrate the ability to offer a wide variety
of resources to support the program and its growth. Facilities and equipment reflect what
is in use and comparable to that commonly found within the professional setting. There
is a qualified individual, designated by job description, as the program director who
provides an administrative and supervisory role for the program. There is adequate
staffing that operate in compliance with required competency based educational
outcomes. Staffing not only meets academic requirements but also addresses the needs
demonstrated by the athletic department for coverage of the university sports teams.



The Clinical Program

The clinical and field experiences combine with the curriculum course work to provide a
full and well rounded educational experience. The clinical and field experiences
encompass structure that provides the student with exposure to all aspects of the skill and
applied portion of their professional preparation.

The clinical program consists of three progressive levels. Each of the three levels are
reflected academically by the student subsequently enrolling in PE 174 A - F. Lab
courses accompany the didactic portion of each clinical level and preclude the practicum
series to provide a full detail of clinical teaching opportunities.

Each student is assigned to a staff certified athletic trainer who acts as his/her clinical
instructor / supervisor for a designated rotation and assignment during each clinical level.
Each clinical supervisor maintains an Approved Clinical Instructor (ACI) status. Clinical
faculty ACIs conduct the practicum courses for students at each of the three clinical
levels. Students progress through each clinical level while reporting directly to their
clinical level instructor. The ACI is directly responsible for ensuring that every student
assigned to them is obtaining appropriate exposure to and practice of all clinical
proficiencies designated for the clinical level students assigned to them. Each student,
while assigned to his/her clinical instructor, is directed to work within a field experience
setting beyond the formal clinical instruction environment. Each field experience setting
is directly supervised by Field Setting Supervisors who are members of the athletic
training staff. While assigned to each setting, the student reports directly to his/her
clinical instructor and supervised within each setting by the Field Setting Supervisor.
Clinical instruction, although structured and designated as formal instruction within lab
settings and clinical practicum enrollments, is continued into the students’ field
experience setting and internship experience.

At each of the three levels of the clinical program, the student is required to attend a one-
hour practicum course meeting once per week (see PE 174 A - F). The practicum course
is designed to be the link between the didactic aspects of the program and the clinical
education / field experience aspect of the program. The accompanying course time offers
the student formal review and practice of competencies set forth by the program for
mastery at each level of the clinical program. The student is required to master all of the
competencies assigned to their level in the program, complete practicum course
requirements designated for each level of the clinical, pass all written and practical
examinations, and have favorable marks on their field setting evaluations as part of the
grade for each PE 174 practicum course. Each practicum enrollment must result in a C or
better before the student would be recommended for advancement to the next PE 174
enrollment or clinical level. Students in their final year of the clinical program are
required to complete internship assignments (PE 477) at a High School and Clinical
setting off campus. Each internship experience requires 200 hours of clinical field
experience. Each student is assigned a clinical supervisor and is required to meet with
his/her supervisor during PE 174 E & F class times.



3. Faculty, Staff, and Other Resources

The College of Education and the Department of Health, Physical Education, Recreation
and Leisure Studies has been very supportive in providing the faculty and staff for the
academic program in athletic training. The current faculty and staff are sufficient for
continuation of the program as a Bachelor of Science with a major in Athletic Training.

Physical Facilities

The Athletic Training Education Program is fortunate to have a number of classrooms
and other instructional space for use. The program is housed in the Cushing Building, the
Health & Sports Center (HSC), and the North End Zone complex of the Ron and Carol
Cope Stadium at Foster Field. The HSC and Cushing buildings are joined and serve both
the HPERLS and Intercollegiate Athletic Departments. The Cushing Building has 4
lecture classrooms and one Anatomy / Kinesiology classroom which is equipped with a
fully functional cadaver lab. The Cushing Building also houses the Human Performance
Laboratory and offices. Exercise Physiology lab courses and research is conducted
within the Human Performance Laboratory area. The Health & Sports Center houses two
additional classrooms, both of which has full presentation technology fixed within the
classroom. The HSC also houses the 2,856 square foot Athletic Training Room and the
4,000 square foot weight room. Both the Athletic Training Room and Weight Room are
available for instructional use for the ATEP.

The North End Zone Complex of Cope Stadium is a new facility which houses game
facilities for Foster Field. The Athletic Training Room and Meeting Rooms in this
facility make up the newest instructional and laboratory areas for the Athletic Training
Education Program. This facility is currently being improved with instructional
technology and equipment. When the transition to full use of this facility is made, it will
constitute the primary instructional classroom and practice laboratory for the Athletic
Training Education Program.

The HPERLS Department has a central administrative office that serves all academic
programs within its department. The Program Director and Clinical Coordinator have
offices additional to that of staff athletic training offices present in the Athletic Training
Room. Each of the staff athletic trainers as well as each of the Graduate Assistants are
provided with their own office space.

The Athletic Training room is a fully equipped athletic medical care facility. It is
equipped with state-of-the-art modality, hydro, and physiotherapy equipment. It also is
equipped with other quality furnishings conducive with athletic medical care. The
Athletic Training Room is also available and equipped for providing a quality educational
environment. The Athletic Training room can and is used for clinical and lab instruction.

Additional facilities that are used for instructional purposes are the Kearney High School
Athletic Training Room, New West Sports Sports Medicine Center, Grand Island
Physical Therapy, Grand Island Senior High School, and Great Plains Regional Medical
Center in North Platte, Nebraska. Students are provided internship experiences at these
facilities. Each of these facilities make up the current extended learning sites and are
utilized as the primary sites for each students final year internship settings. Each of these
facilities employ Certified and Licensed Athletic Trainers as well as other medical
personnel.



Instructional Equipment

The program currently uses a wide variety of instructional equipment that is already in
place. In addition to the equipment in current use, a number of instructional and clinical
items are being provided for expansion of didactic and laboratory experiences in the
North End Zone building of Foster Field.

Budget Projections

The program is currently being provided for. Any future expenses will be focused on
keeping facilities and equipment current with what professionals in the field are currently
using. As such, staffing and overall facilities are currently in place to advance this
program to a position of better compliance with industry standards.

4. Evidence of Need and Demand; Enrollment Projections

Enrollment Trends

The Athletic Training Education Program as it stands today is part of the Exercise
Science Degree Program at UNK. Collectively the Exercise Science Program has
demonstrated substantial growth since the fall of 2000. As of the fall of 2006, the
Exercise Science Program demonstrated 141 majors. The ATEP accounted for 80 of
those 141 declared majors. Due to acceptance criteria, not all students initially declaring
athletic training as their major will continue on into the program. Observation of tracking
data however demonstrates that a good percentage of those students stay either in one of
the other Exercise Science programs or in the HPERLS Department. Most of the
remaining students enter other programs on the UNK campus. Very few students who
leave the ATEP leave UNK.

Demand for the program

The ATEP maintains a data base for recruiting that identifies all persons the faculty have
presented specific program information to. The data shows that the ATEP presents
information to an average of 73 students per year (since 2000). This demonstrates a
strong interest by prospective students in studying athletic training at UNK.

The program attracts students from Nebraska, Kansas, Colorado, and Wyoming.
Additionally, the program is of significant interest to many of the Japanese students who
come to UNK through the National Collegiate Network program. In fact, a large
percentage of those students take an interest in programs in the HPERLS Department and
the biggest percentage of those students are attracted to the Athletic Training Education
Program.

Placement of athletic trainers in the public schools

Another area of interest prospective athletic training students have is becoming a
teacher/athletic trainer. The HPERLS Department and the College of Education have
developed a unique pathway for students majoring in athletic training to become teacher
certified. There is a growing number of public schools, especially rural schools, that
would enjoy having an athletic trainer but are unable to afford hiring a person that is not
qualified to teach. This program allows for individuals desiring to work in the public
schools to acquire the appropriate credential in order to qualify them for employment in
Nebraska public schools as a teacher/athletic trainer. Currently, we have three graduates
who are developing programs in rural Nebraska communities. We feel that UNK is
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uniquely qualified to develop professionals in this manner and look forward to advancing
this program.

Success on the national Board of Certification Examination and Placement Data for

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5. Partnership with Business and Public Schools

The program currently enjoys close relationships with a number of off-campus clinical
sites. The program has formal agreements for students to conduct required internships.
The Site Supervisor at each of the off-campus sites is an Approved Clinical Instructor
(ACI) for the UNK Athletic Training Education Program. Additionally, clinical
instructors at each site have been named as adjunct instructors for the HPERLS
Department for the ATEP and several of our physicians have been named to Graduate
Faculty Status.

6. Collaboration within the University

The program currently requires courses from other departments and colleges across
campus. In order to deliver competencies required for accreditation, the program relies
upon instruction provided through courses from the departments of Biology, Counseling
and School Psychology, Statistics, Psychology, Sociology, as well as Family Studies and
Interior Design. The faculty of these departments who teach courses required by the
ATEP are continually updated of the competencies identified for these courses.
Communication between instructors and the ATEP Director concerning course content
and delivery is done and a continuing basis.

7. Collaborations with higher Education Institutions and Agencies External to the
University

The ATEP has worked with a number of Community Colleges across Nebraska in order
to help facilitate transfer requirements through formal matriculation agreements.
Specifically the Program Director has advised Central Community College in Columbus,
Mid Plains Community College in North Platte, and Western Nebraska Community
College in Scottsbluff, NE and York College on requirements for transfer students to
enter the program. The Program Director has also collaborated on original research and
publication with colleagues from programs at other UN campuses and has advised
graduate students on research and doctoral thesis at other institutions in the UN system.
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8. Centrality to the Role and Mission of the Institution

The University of Nebraska at Kearney is committed to be Nebraska’s premier public
residential institution for undergraduate education. In keeping with the mission of the
College of Education and the Department of Health, Physical Education, Recreation and
Leisure Studies, the Athletic Training Education Program is committed to the preparation
of highly trained and capable athletic training professionals. The ATEP has developed a
set of goals and outcomes that are consistent with the desired outcomes of the HPERLS
for non-education based professional programs and the desired outcomes of the College
of Education in general. It is the interest of the ATEP to stay in step with the mission of
UNK and to assist in advancing that mission through providing Nebraska and the
surrounding region with quality athletic training professionals.

9. Avoidance of Unnecessary Duplication

The UNK Athletic Training Education Program has a long and wide reaching history in
providing quality athletic training professionals. The ATEP at UNK was only the second
program in the state to acquire accreditation after many years operating as an internship
route program. While there are undergraduate programs in athletic training at each of the
three UN institutions, each is different in a number of ways. The Primary difference
between the three programs is the population served. Students choose a University and a
program of study for reasons that are specific to them. We have found a number of
factors that influence a students’ interest in attending UNK and specifically the Athletic
Training Education Program. First, students who attend UNK are looking for the
environment UNK offers. Second, students wanting a rich hands-on and challenging
experience in athletic training can find it at UNK. The ATEP at UNK has acquired a
good reputation as a place where students can be a part of a quality athletic training
education program. We are very blessed to have tremendous sports medicine
professionals in Kearney and our students are afforded the opportunity to work directly
with these professionals in the collegiate, clinical and interscholastic settings.
Additionally, as a result of the ‘culture” that exists around athletics and specifically
athletic training education at UNK, students are directly involved with medical conditions
related to athletes. Students have the ability to actually take part in the management of
athletic health care instead of simply observing others doing it. The Division II setting
offers an intimate environment that allows students to take part in activities that some
settings do not allow. Third, the structure of the program and its position within the UNK
community allows for addressing the needs for athletic training and sports medicine
delivery to central and western Nebraska, Northern Kansas, Wyoming and Northeastern
Colorado.
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10. Consistency with the Comprehensive Statewide Plan for Postsecondary
Education

The CCPE Statewide Plan 1dentifies delivery of programs that address the work force and
health care needs of Nebraska. Specifically the plan states that “higher education in
Nebraska will be responsive to the workforce development and ongoing training needs of
employers and industries to help sustain a knowledgeable, trained, and skilled workforce
in both rural and urban areas of the State.” The plan goes on to state, “Adequate health
care, especially in under-served rural areas, is a critical issue that postsecondary
education can help resolve through health education programs, research and services.”
The athletic population in rural Nebraska schools is greatly underserved. The ATEP at
UNK is working to place graduates in jobs that better serve this population. Until
recently only athletes of metropolitan or urban environments in Nebraska have had the
benefit of receiving quality athletic training services. Together with New West Sports
Medicine and other medical professionals, the ATEP at UNK is assisting in the effort to
provide quality on-site medical care to athletes of rural Nebraska through graduates who
have an interest in working in the public schools. In addition to assisting in health care
delivery through preparing graduates to work in rural Nebraska, faculty of the program
provide Emergency Medical Service training to rural EMS workers across central and
western Nebraska. These seminars assist emergency personnel in the management of
athletic injuries through application of current state-or-the-art emergency care skills and
techniques.

Faculty of the ATEP at UNK are also contributing to scholarly production. The CCPE
Statewide Plan identifies Research as part of the purpose of higher education in
Nebraska. Members of the faculty take part in such activity and regularly publish
original research in a variety of nationally circulated peer review journals. Also the
faculty regularly present at a number of different conferences and meetings across the
state and the country. Specifically, the Program Director has published numerous articles
in the Journal of Athletic Training and has assisted undergraduate and graduate students
in presentation of original research and case studies at both regional and national
meetings. He frequently presents at local, regional, and national meetings on topics
related to athlete health care.

The relationship between UNMC and Children’s Hospital began more than
58 years ago when Dr. CW.M. Poynter, then Dean of UNMC College of
Medicine, along with Omaha World-Herald publisher Henry Doorly
founded the original Children’s Memorial Hospital. Currently, UNMC and
Children’s have numerous collaborative educational programs and clinical
research studies involving students, residents, and faculty.

UNMC has a vision to be a world-class academic health sciences center.
The partnership with Children’s Hospital is an unprecedented opportunity to
achieve our vision by transforming pediatric health care in the region. The
partnership will elevate Omaha into a national leadership role in children’s
health care.

By combining our expertise, this affiliation strengthens the ability to educate
medical students and residents, who will be the next generation of physician
leaders in pediatric medicine. They will receive the highest level of training
at a facility dedicated solely to the delivery of health care services to
children.

The affiliation will position the partnership to recruit the nation’s highest
caliber pediatric specialists and scientists whose desire is to provide both
patient care in a children’s hospital setting while also positively impacting
the future of children’s health through teaching and research.

With the affiliation agreement, the Department of Pediatrics will be based
primarily at Children’s Hospital.

The financial commitments strengthen all three missions of the affiliation —
teaching, research, and clinical care.

Certain specialty services already located at The Nebraska Medical Center
will remain there, for example solid organ and bone marrow transplantation,
and neonatal intensive care. The Institution Affiliation Agreement is the
first step in this partnership. The next step will involve developing a new
pediatric faculty practice plan that brings together

Policy on Fire Safety and Protection

Approve a new system-wide Board of Regents Policy RP-6.4.9 Fire
Safety and Protection that requires residential facilities under the
direction of the University of Nebraska Board of Regents to adhere to
best safety practices.

The tragic fire in November 2006 at Nebraska Wesleyan University
raised questions by the Board of Regents and administration about the
University of Nebraska’s fire safety program and, as a result, a report
was presented to the Board March 9, 2007.

The presentation included a status report of the fire safety program and
outlined a framework charting a course to put the University on a rational
path of improving facilities under the University of Nebraska’s control,
with the goal of further mitigating risks relating to fires. At Board
direction, report recommendations were incorporated into a policy
statement.

The proposed Board of Regents policy will require sprinkling of
University-sanctioned housing by 2017, unless otherwise exempted;
designation of a Campus Fire Safety Officer; establishment of student
conduct regulations; and confirmation of inspections to assure
compliance with state law and Board of Regents policies. The previous
year’s activity will be included in an annual report to the Board.

It is proposed that Regents Policy RP-6.4.9 be established as follows:
RP-6.4.9 Fire Safety and Protection

Each campus of the University and the Nebraska College of Technical
Agriculture shall adhere to the following fire safety and protection
practices.

For the purposes of this policy, “University-sanctioned housing” means
housing owned and operated by the University of Nebraska, owned and
operated by others for the university’s benefit under a lease agreement,
and university-sanctioned Greek residential facilities.

1. Except as may be otherwise approved by the Board of Regents, each
campus will require sprinkling of University-sanctioned housing by
2017, including Greek residences. Any proposed exceptions will be
submitted to the Board for approval.

2. Each campus will designate a Campus Fire Safety Officer (CFSO)
responsible for fire safety in student housing.

3. Each campus will have in place systems of student conduct
regulation, precautionary and preventive measures, and emergency
action procedures that address high-risk behavior situations and
incorporate best practices. The CFSO shall maintain all current fire
safety and protection regulations and emergency procedures.

4. Each campus will employ licensed professional inspectors who will
conduct inspections as required by law. In the case of University-
sanctioned Greek housing, inspections will also be conducted by
appropriate civil jurisdictions.

5. An official annual inspection report for each building will be kept on
file, noting all fire safety and protection devices and all deficiencies
found during the inspection.

6. Deficiencies of existing fire alarm and sprinkler systems will be
corrected immediately and records of corrected action maintained for
a period of five years.

7. Upgrades of phasing and demolition plans, fire protection upgrades,
names of responsible parties, results of inspections, fire alarms, and
corrective action including disciplinary action, will be reported to the
Board annually.

SUBJECT: Chiller installation at the University of Nebraska Medical Center (UNMC)
Central Utility Plant

RECOMMENDED ACTION: Approve the installation of a new chiller in the UNMC Central Utility Plant.
PREVIOUS ACTION: None

EXPLANATION: The proposed project will install a new 2500-ton electric centrifugal chiller in the
UNMC Central Utility Plant along with associated piping and accessories to
replace existing Chiller #3. Chiller #3 is an existing 30-year old steam turbine
driven machine with a 2,000-ton capacity that is currently used to provide backup
capacity for the UNMC chilled water production system.

Campus chilled water production equipment operates near capacity on peak
demand days. The cumulative additional campus load growth from recent and
ongoing ventilation improvement retrofits in Swanson and Wittson Halls and
general campus population and equipment growth along with the additional
cooling load of the Sorrell Center for Health Science Education will require
operating Chiller #3.

Chiller #3 costs nearly twelve times as much to operate and requires twice the
cooling tower capacity as would a comparable electric driven chiller and takes
nearly two days to bring up to full capacity. It is proposed to replace the
inefficient current chiller with a new 2,500-ton electrically driven chiller and
associated piping. The new chiller will accommodate campus load growth and
provide for increased reliability and flexibility at a much lower life-cycle cost.
The proposed project is estimated to payback in about 2.8 years based on average
annual weather data.

March 27, 2006 — The Board of Regents approved the proposal to
provide Construction Manager at Risk pre-construction and construction
services for the construction of Residence Halls.

June 10, 2005 — The Board of Regents approved the program statement
and budget for student housing replacement at the University of
Nebraska at Kearney. The Board also approved a companion item
authorizing issuance of revenue bonds to finance construction of the
Kearney housing project.

Board of Regents Policy (RP-6.3.1.4.0) requires approval of change
orders in excess of $100,000. The proposed change order, in the amount
of $300,000, connects the residence halls to the central utility plant
through tunnels and piping systems and allows systematic completion of
site work prior to August 2008 occupancy of the second and third
buildings. This item, if approved, allows the campus to execute the
change order.

Research growth, a strategic priority at UNL, requires investment in facilities.

1. Introduction

Background and History

Research in nanoscience, nanotechnology, and nanomaterials is currently
conducted in several Departments/Units, Centers and Colleges across the
University. Research is conducted in Behlen Laboratory, Brace Laboratory,
Ferguson Hall, Hamilton Hall and Scott Engineering Center.

Three of these buildings — Behlen, Brace and Ferguson are being replaced by a
new building because it is not cost effective to renovate them to accommodate the
technology used in contemporary teaching and research. They require major
investment to repair multiple deferred maintenance items to meet current building
and fire and life-safety codes and to create space suitable for research
laboratories. In 2006, the Nebraska State Legislature provided deferred
maintenance funding to construct a new building to replace these facilities.
Ferguson Hall will be demolished and Behlen and Brace Laboratories will no
longer be used for science laboratory facilities (except the sub-basement of
Behlen which houses the ultra-high intensity laser facility).

The Board of Regents approved the construction of a 100,000 gross square foot
Physical Sciences Replacement Building on June 15, 2006. On March 9, 2007,
the Board approved an increase in budget and a change of scope to increase the
building size to 115,753 gross square feet. Part of this increase involves
increasing the building systems capacity and constructing generic laboratory
space to be finished as part of a future nanotechnology project.

The new Physical Sciences Building will be located on the west side of 16" Street
between W and Vine Streets. The proposed NanoScience Facility will be
constructed as a north addition to the Physical Sciences Building. The proximity
of the complex of engineering facilities, Scott Engineering Center, Nebraska Hall,
and Othmer Hall, immediately to the east across 16" Street will facilitate the
formal and informal interactions critical to interdisciplinary endeavors.
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2.

Project Description

The proposed NanoScience Facility will consist of 17,090 assignable square feet
of research laboratories, laboratory support space, and administration space. The
project will finish 5,014 net square feet of the generic space in the Physical
Sciences Building as nanomaterials technology space. The remaining 12,076 net
square feet will be constructed in the addition to the Physical Sciences Building.
The north addition will be approximately 22,400 gross square feet.

Research laboratories will be designed to accommodate a wide variety of
functions and instrumentation through the use of overhead utilities carriers which
permit easy rearrangement of benchwork. Permanent casework will be kept to a
minimum. Locating utilities on perimeter walls will permit easy modification and
maintenance and expedite partition reconfiguration.

Purpose and Objectives

The Nebraska Center for Materials and Nanoscience (NCMN) is a
multidisciplinary organization with about seventy faculty members in eight
departments in the College of Arts and Sciences and the College of Engineering.
The Center is concerned with atomic manipulation, properties affected by
nanoscale dimensions, self-assembly, ordered nanoarrays, quantum dots and
wires, nanoelectronics, quantum computing, nanomechanics, nanooptics,
molecular design, nanoelectromechanical systems, and nanobiological function
and life sciences.

The proposed NanoScience Facility will allow the NCNM to build upon the
success that the University has achieved in the areas of nanoscience and materials
research and focus energies towards becoming a national center for research and
education in nanoscience, nanotechnology, and nanomaterials research. The
facility will have two main components: (1) basic nanoscience and
nanotechnology and (2) nanofabrication.

The facility will be designed to serve as the focal point for collaborative efforts in
nanoscale materials science and engineering. Its primary functions will be to:

e Promote cutting edge collaborative research in nanoscale materials science
and engineering.

e Encourage the establishment of new interdisciplinary and multidisciplinary
research projects which cut across Departments/Units, Centers and Colleges.

e Provide faculty and students with outstanding research facilities that are
generally not available in individual research laboratories.

Justification of the Project

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The role of nanomaterials science and technology in the advancement of societies
around the world cannot be overstated. The importance of this interdisciplinary
field for future economic development is vast in scope and the nanotech-based
materials market has been predicted to reach about $2 trillion by 2015.

Nanomaterials and nanotech applications are broad and growing, including
ultraminiaturization in electronics, computers, telecommunications, displays,
health sciences, biotechnology, personal care, food, polymers, coatings,
transportation, environment, and energy. The research centers and facilities
supported by the proposed NanoScience Facility will move Nebraska into several
of these important areas.

The NCMN is among the most productive research units at UNL. The Center’s
grant funding from all sources now exceeds $9 million per year, and NCMN leads
several major interdisciplinary initiatives. NCMN faculty has been instrumental
in landing a national Materials Research Science and Engineering Center funded
by the National Science Foundation’s Division of Materials Research. The
NCMN obtained and administers the Nanoscale Science and Technology Program
of Excellence, which is supporting the hiring of some 15 new faculty in the
College of Arts and Sciences and College of Engineering.

The advantages of new construction include the following:

e Locating nanomaterials and nanofabrication activities in one facility improves
efficiency.

e The proposed site allows for future expansion.

e Construction of a new building provides state of the art facilities.

e Opportunities are created for increased collaboration between the College of
Arts and Sciences and the College of Engineering, through consolidation of
the NCMN facilities in one site.

b. Alternatives considered

Alternative 1: Do not construct a new facility for nanotechnology research.
Move the current space assigned to the NCMN in Behlen, Brace, and Ferguson
into a new separate location such as the former Textron Building at 900 N 22"
Street. Leave the crystallography facility in Hamilton Hall and the electron
microscopy facility and the metallurgical and mechanical characterization facility
in the Scott Engineering Center.

The disadvantages to this alternative are as follows:

e The facilities will remain in separate locations, limiting interaction — an
important element in the development of this new research area.

e There will be insufficient space for program expansion.

e The program will continue to be limited by the deficiencies of the existing
space.
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e The nanoscience facilities will use space in Hamilton Hall and the Scott
Engineering Center that could be used for other purposes.

Alternative 2: Construct a new facility at another location. The proposed site is
the only available building location that provides proximity to both the Physical
Sciences Building and the Scott Engineering Center and is outside the Antelope
Valley floodplain.

(1) Relationship to neighbors and environment
The project will be constructed on the north side of the new Physical Sciences
Building scheduled to be completed in August 2009. The Physical Sciences
Building will be located on a recreation field on the west side of 16™ Street
between Vine and W Streets.

Goals of the Physical Campus Master Plan that relate to the University’s mission
include the provision of appropriate facilities and equipment for high priority
research.

The Physical Campus Master Plan also lists several challenges for growth and
development. One of these is the expansion of externally funded research. The
rapid growth in research activity has created a need for additional, higher quality
and more flexible research space to attract and retain high quality faculty,
researchers, and students. This project is intended to meet this challenge by
constructing outstanding research facilities with flexible infrastructures so that the
space can be reconfigured for a range of laboratory uses.

C. Statewide Comprehensive Capital Facilities Plan

The Statewide Facilities Plan is Chapter Six of the Comprehensive Statewide Plan
for Postsecondary Education in Nebraska. This plan includes the following goals:

“Nebraskans will advocate a physical environment for each of the state’s
postsecondary institutions that support its role and mission; is well-utilized and
effectively accommodates space needs; is safe, accessible and cost effective, and
well maintained; and is sufficiently flexible to adapt to future changes in
programs and technologies.”

The proposed NanoScience Facility will consolidate the programs in one location
and replace the outmoded laboratory facilities in Behlen, Brace and Ferguson.

Utilization of existing space

There are eight Central Facilities to support the NCMN's mission:
Crystallography, Electron Microscopy, Materials Preparation, Metallurgical and
Mechanical Characterization, Scanning Probe Microscopy, X-Ray Materials
Characterization, and Cryogenics. These facilities are available to all UNL
faculty as well as companies in Nebraska and elsewhere.

Crystallograpy at Hamilton Hall

Services provided include unit cell determinations, complete structure
determinations, and collection of single crystal data for users to solve and refine
themselves.

Electron Microscopy at Scott Engineering Center

The scope of the Facility is materials characterization of the topography,
morphology, elemental composition, crystalline microstructure, crystal defects,
and atomic arrangements of materials, largely on a scale from 10 micrometers
down to the near-atomic level.

Materials Preparation at Behlen Laboratory

Two sputtering systems have been established to fabricate a variety of thin films,
especially the nanostructured films including overlayers, multilayers, granular
solids, clusters, etc. Each sputtering system has three guns.
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Metallurgical & Mechanical Characterization at Scott Engineering Center
This facility contains a large variety of equipment to characterize the mechanical
and physical properties of a wide range of materials. The facility focuses on
using the many materials characterization aspects to perform failure analyses on
components.

Scanning Probe Microscopy at Ferguson Hall

Digital Instruments Nanoscope Illa Dimension 3100 Scanning Probe Microscopy
(SPM) Facility provides nanometer-scale characterization of materials by using
Scanning Tunneling Microscopy (STM), Atomic Force Microscopy (AFM), and
Magnetic Force Microscopy (MFM).

X-Ray Materials Characterization at Behlen Laboratory

The NCMN X-Ray Characterization Facility is dedicated to materials
identification and characterization through non-destructive, X-Ray Diffraction
(XRD) and/or X-Ray Fluorescence (XRF) techniques

Cryogenics at Behlen Laboratory
Cryogenics provides the means for obtaining Liquid Nitrogen and Liquid Helium
for low temperature research, cold traps, etc.

Nanofiber Fabrication and Characterization at Scott Engineering Center
This facility houses a variety of apparatus to fabricate continuous nanoscale fibers
by electrospinning and to characterize their mechanical and other properties.

d. Physical deficiencies

Three of the buildings which house nanomaterials and technology programs
(Behlen, Brace and Ferguson) are severely deteriorated. It is not cost effective to
renovate them for laboratory or high technology functions. They are being
replaced as generic lab space in the new Physical Sciences Building using State
funds for deferred maintenance. Funds from the project will complete the labs for
use for nanomaterials and technology research. In addition, nanomaterials and
technology research is rapidly growing and requires more space than is available
in the current locations.

e. Programmatic deficiencies
The scattered location of the facilities and the researchers prevents the research
program from functioning effectively and efficiently. Bringing the researchers
from several academic areas into one facility will increase efficiency and
collaboration in this rapidly developing field.

6. Facility Requirements and the Impact of the Proposed Project
a. Functions/purpose of the proposed program

(1) Activity identification and analysis
These general-use facilities will be available to all qualified campus
researchers engaged in projects involving nanoscale materials, science, and
engineering. The new facility will be constructed with flexible infrastructure
so that laboratory space may be reconfigured for a range of uses, including,
but not limited to: biochemistry, biomedical, chemistry, engineering, food
sciences, and materials, and to respond to future research opportunities. The
facility will be designed so that future expansions will be possible while
minimizing disruptions to ongoing research projects.

Opportunities for cross-disciplinary research will be encouraged by providing
interaction space within labs and throughout the facility. There will be clean
room space for research requiring a low/controlled-particulate environment.
Office space will be provided for laboratory managers and their staffs, and
temporary “hotel” space for researchers and students using the facility.

Laboratory space was determined primarily in response to three factors:

e Requirements of relocated or anticipated instrumentation developed with
the assistance of faculty and technical staff, and experience of the planning
consultant.

e Established safety practices related to laboratory exiting and safe internal
laboratory pathways.

8. Special Design Considerations

a.

Architecture

General: The proposed NanoScience Facility will be an addition to the north side
of the Physical Sciences Building, currently in the design phase. The main
entrance to the facility will be at the north end of the Physical Sciences Building
and the passenger elevator at this location will serve both buildings. The facility
will likely be a two story structure with basement and mechanical penthouse.
Administrative offices for the facility should be located at the main entrance.
Faculty offices, laboratories, and corridors will be arranged to facilitate
collaboration.

The Nanofabrication Clean Room: Vibration sensitivity is critical and requires a
standard of 250 to 500 micro inches per second. The Lithography room is the
most vibration sensitive space in the clean room. Soils analysis and structural
design will be critical in achieving the required vibration standard. It will be
designed like a clean room with the appropriate lay-out, fittings and finishes, but
it does not have to be certified. A floor to floor height of 18 feet is required.

The space allocated for this activity is 3,390 net square feet including areas for
photo and electron-beam lithography, etching, film deposition, characterization,
and various support space activities. The air handling systems for achieving very
low particulate counts are massive and high volume forcing lower than average
efficiency ratios. For example, the new Nano Research Laboratory at North
Dakota State University has 15,000 gross square feet of clean room space
occupying two floors and uses 6,500 net square feet for experimental and support
activities. The efficiency for the clean room space is 43%.

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If we assume the same efficiency 43% ratio, the 3,390 net square feet for the
clean room would result in 7,891 gross square feet. The efficiency ratio for the
remaining 8,686 net square feet in the facility would be 60% and the overall
efficiency would be 54%.

Research and Laboratory Space: The laboratories in the NanoMaterials
Preparation Characterization area are less sensitive to vibration, requiring 2000
micro inches per second. A floor to floor height of 16 feet is required.

Building Efficiency: An efficiency ratio of 54% was benchmarked for the

following reasons:

e Clean environments must have high air exchange rate which requires space
for larger mechanical and support equipment.

e Clean environments must have large recirculation fan units to clean air which
generates a need for high space above the room ceilings.

e Inaddition to normal circulation corridors, the facility will require an internal
clean circulation/safety corridor. A clean bay cannot open directly into a non-
clean lab corridor; it must connect via an anteroom to cascade the air-
cleanliness level.

b. Construction Type
Most of the facility will be Type B. There is a potential for a small Type H
occupancy space that will be reviewed during the design phase. This space will
be limited to 300 square feet.
Structural: Vibration control may be achieved with a steel frame structure which
is more compatible with the steel frame of the adjacent Physical Sciences
Building which will be connected to this facility.

C. Heating and cooling systems

The UNL standard arrangement for heating and cooling provides individual room
temperature control.

Laboratories will be designed with 100% fresh air. The air handlers may be
located in the mechanical penthouse. Laboratory ventilation will be at a rate of 6
to 15 air changes per hours.

d. Life Safety/ADA

The facility will comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act and all
Building/Life Safety code requirements.

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e. Environmental Health and Safety
Air quality monitoring will be provided in spaces with potential for hazardous
conditions. Laboratories using chemicals or hazardous materials/gas will be
designed to meet Biosafety Level BSL 2 laboratory requirements. Standard fume
hoods will be required in the Nanomaterials Preparation Characterization Labs
with vertical laminar flow exhaust hoods where solvents and acids are required in
the clean room. Gas cabinet and vacuum pump exhaust will be separate from the
fume hood exhaust system.

f. Security

Entrance points to the Nanomaterial Fabrication area will be controlled to prevent
unauthorized access. Closed circuit video monitoring will also be provided.

Changes in Construction Projects by Budget or Use Categories

On May 16, 1997, the Board of Regents adopted a policy requiring the
written approval of the President for any significant changes within a
project, either in the scope or nature of the construction, or the programs
to be served by the project. Further, any such presidential-approved
changes shall be reported to the Board of Regents in writing at its next
regular meeting. "Significant change" was defined as a change within
the construction or non-construction budget category of a Board-
approved project exceeding $250,000 or 5% whichever is smaller; or an
increase or decrease of 5% or more of the total net square feet (NSF)
exceeding 1,000 NSF.

The attached report as provided by the campuses is a summary of
projects requiring significant changes within a budget category. All
changes requiring such action have been approved by the President.

For each project, the report outlines the approved budget and NSF and, if
applicable, the revised budget, NSF, percent of change and dollar amount
of the change. Reasons for significant changes are also provided. The
construction budget and non-construction budget categories are
displayed and totaled in order to illustrate the effect of the changes on the
overall project budget.

The new UNK Campus-wide Utilities Plant and System project consists
of the construction of a new 17,813 NSF central physical utility plant
building, its associated physical plant equipment and improvements to
the campus utility distribution systems. The new plant building structure
primarily consists of two large enclosed chiller and boiler spaces.
Additional plant components include electrical switch gear and control
offices for plant operators. The entire structure is one level slab on grade
for efficiency with some mezzanine for equipment service access. The
boiler plant structure has a brick facade with detailing consistent with
other prominent campus structures. The chiller plant structure rotates to
naturally follow University Drive, and has a more modern facade,
screening low profile rooftop cooling towers.

Project Description

The schematic design of the new UNK Campus-wide Utilities Plant and System consists of the
construction of a new 17,813 NSF central physical utility plant building, its associated physical
plant equipment and improvements to the campus utility distribution systems. Distribution
systems providing steam and chilled water service to campus via tunnel, trench and direct buried
piping systems, though a part of schematic design, and a sizeable portion of construction, are in
the end buried and therefore the focus of our physical images and descriptions turn back to the
plant itself.

The new plant building structure primarily consists of two large enclosed chiller and boiler
spaces. Additional plant components include electrical switch gear and control offices for plant
operators. These chiller and boiler spaces have been developed into two physically distinct
building structures with chiller and boiler plants flanking control offices and electrical spaces.
The entire structure is one level slab on grade for efficiency with some mezzanine for equipment
service access. The boiler plant structure has a brick facade with detailing consistent with other
prominent campus structures. The boiler plant’s brick facade addresses the campus to the south
and east, where the greatest percentage of views from campus will occur, both leaving and
entering from the intersection of University Drive and Cushing Coliseum. The chiller plant
structure to the north rotates to naturally follow University Drive and has a more modern fagade,
screening low profile rooftop cooling towers.

A
portion of the second floor of the Barkley Memorial Center will be renovated to
accommodate outreach services, increased and updated clinical research space,
and client/patient privacy concerns. The current clinic area is a 30-year-old
facility that no longer allows state-of-the-art student preparation and research.

adequate space for graduate students to expand research capacity.

The Physical Sciences Building project, funded by LB605, will construct a new
building for the Department of Physics & Astronomy to replace the outdated
and deteriorated space in Behlen and Brace Laboratories and Ferguson Hall.

The project objectives include:

1) Provide state-of-the art facilities for physical sciences.

2) Construct adequate HVAC capacity for current and future needs
3) Consolidate the department in one building

4) Design the building with the ability to expand in the future.

The project will construct approximately 11,000 SF of classrooms, 41,000 SF
of laboratories, and 19,000 SF of offices and general use areas.
