Pre-School/Family Support
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Suggested Intro: Nebraska families are getting support and help as they prepare their children to start school. Mary Jane Bruce reports on a project that creates stronger ties between children, parents and schools. 
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(VO) Parents are a child’s first teacher. But some parents lack the skills that could help their young children prepare for school. A project funded by the National Institute of Child Health and Development will help kids succeed by creating stronger relationships between parents, children and schools.

(SND) The goal of our project is to work very closely with families across the state of Nebraska to understand the critical role they play in their children’s learning and development. 

(VO) The project reaches families through early childhood caregivers and teachers. 

(SND) We are working through the

caregivers, the early interventionists, to really provide opportunities to learn new skills, strategies for parenting with their children and for connecting with their children’s other caregivers.

(VO) Over five years, the project will reach out to 600 children and their families and gather information about the importance of effective parenting at an early age.
